Haiti has two rainy seasons BUT seldom does it 

rain at the right time or in amounts that help.  

On La Gonave rain is blocked by the mainland 

except from hurricanes that overfill and break 

cisterns. On the west end of the island wells 

must be 800 to 1000 ft deep to possibly find 

water. 

 

Catchments with cisterns provide nearly all the 

water for the west end of the island. The 

cisterns are generally dry by Feb each year and 

the rains do not come until May.  Most of 

these cisterns were broken by the earthquake 

of Jan 2010.   

 

Five of six wells drilled by GBGM and KEC in 

the 90õs no longer operate. This well was being 

repaired with a GBGM grant but after two 

years of work was damaged by the earthquake.  

We continue to work on this well and Haiti 

Outreach is ready to drill another well a few 

miles away. 

A congregation in Kansas West is raising 

money for one well this Advent Season. 

 

Wells require either a generator or solar 

pumping system. Fuel is terribly expensive for 

generators but solar panels and housing is hard 

to keep secure.  NOTHING IS EASY in HAITI. 

 

Water collected in 6 gallon buckets are often 

carried many miles by women or burros.
